American Standard Version (ASV or AV) is a version of the Bible that was released in 1901. It
soon came to have other names, such as the American Revised Version, the American Standard
Revision, the American Standard Revised Bible, and the American Standard Edition. By the time
its copyright was renewed in 1929, it had come to be known by its present name, the American
Standard Version.

Diaglott is a two-language polyglot translation, of the New Testament by Benjamin Wilson, first
published in 1864. It is an interlinear translation with the original Greek text and a word-for-word
English translation in the left column, and a full English translation in the right column.

King James Version (KJV) refderences are used throughout this publication unless otherwise
noted.

Revised Version (RV) (or English Revised Version) of the Bible is a late 19th-century British
revision of the King James Version of 1611. It was the first and remains the only officially authorized
and recognized revision of the King James Bible.

Wuest: Kenneth Samuel Wuest (1893-1962) was a noted New Testament Greek (Koivrj) scholar
of the mid-20th century...produced his own English translation of the New Testament (the Wuest
Expanded Translation—abbreviated WET) based on Nestle's critical text.
